Booking Information and Fees 2025

Childcare vouchers are accepted. Please confirm the scheme to which you belong and we will provide you with the respective account details.

If emergency childcare is needed, we offer ad hoc childcare sessions at £51 for half days and £100 for full days. Please request ad hoc care at 
least 10 business days in advance to ensure availability.

Enjoy a 5% discount for 4 full days of attendance and a 10% discount for a full week. Additionally, we provide a 10% sibling discount for the 
second child, but this cannot be combined with other discounts.

For every 15 minutes past the scheduled pick-up time, a fee will apply.

Schedule a tour by contacting our manager at info@littlecakesmontessori.co.uk. After your visit, we'll provide an application form upon request. If 
offered a place, a £100 non-refundable registration fee is required to secure your child's spot. A £200 refundable deposit will be applied to your 
first invoice and returned in your last.

All meals, snacks and extracurricular activities are included in the monthly fees. A minimum of two full days of attendance per week is required. 
Fees are based on 50 weeks, spread across 12 monthly payments. This includes bank holidays, as staffing costs remain the same during these 
periods.

We cannot provide refunds or swaps for absences due to illness or family holidays. Fees are adjusted annually to reflect changes in operating 
costs.

Your child may be eligible for age-specific funding starting the term after their relevant birthday.

9-23 months: Up to 15 hours per week (570 hours per year). This will increase to 30 hours from September 2025.
2-3 years: Same as 9-23 months.
3-5 years: All 3-year-old children will receive 15 funded hours the term after their third birthday. Eligible families may also qualify for an additional 
30 hours.

We offer 50 weeks of childcare, which exceeds government funding (38 weeks). Our stretch funding program allows eligible families to extend 
their funded hours to approximately 11.4 hours per week. For more information on government funding and eligibility, please visit 
www.childcarechoices.gov.uk.
